Explanation 3 — While determining the market value under this section and the average
sale price referred to in Explanation I or Explanation 2, any price paid as compensation
Jor land acquired under the provisions of this Act on an earlier occasion in the district

shall not be taken into consideration.

Explanation 4 — While determining the market value under this section and the average
sale price referred to in Explanation | or Explanation 2, any price paid, which in the
opinion of the Collector is not indicative of actual prevailing market value may be

discounted for the purposes of calculating market value.

“Whereas, Commissioner, Rehabilitation and Resettlement has approved the
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Scheme on date: 09.01.2017 and forwarded the said report to be
made available to the public & uploaded on the website of the Punjab Government on 10.01.2017
as per provisions of Section 18 of the said Act.
