Agenda Rescheduling of allotment letter, waiver of Penal Interest and

Item No. extension of construction period of 1.2 acres “Food Court Site

34.01 No. 4” Sector 62, SAS Nagar, Mohali due to undue delay in
decision, making of the authority.

1.0 The order in CWP No. 9164 of 2024 (O&M) dated 28.04.2025 has
been presented before the GMADA Authority in its 34" meeting as an Agenda

ltem No. 34.01. This reads as hereunder:-

“Without commenting on merits of the case, the petition is disposed
of with a direction to the competent authority to consider the
pending representation dated 09.10.2023 (Annexure P-8) in light of
minutes of meeting dated 31.12.2021 and 05.01.2022 (Annexure P-
12) and agenda/recommendation (Annexure P-14), of the pelitioner
and pass an appropriate reasoned order, after affording an
opportunity of personal hearing to the petitioner, in accordance with

law, at the earliest, preferably within a period of 04 weeks from the

)
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2.0 In this particular case, after going through the facts of the case
presented through this agenda, it appears that the Food Court Sile No.4, Sector
62, SAS Nagar Mohali was put to auction on 23.09.2015 at the reserve price of

Rs. 32,12,18365/- as per the terms and conditions of the allotment through
auction and it was sold out for Rs. 32,50,80,000. The allottee M/s Remigale

Software Developers (India) Pvl. Ltd. paid @20% of the total price i.e. Rs.
6,50,16,000/- on 22.12.2015 and the allotment letter was issued vide No. 4774,

dated 29.01.2016. Subsequently, due installments were fixed as indicated in the

table here under:

However, against these due installments, the allottee could pay only
first installment. Meaning thereby, he had paid total Rs. Rs. 8.06 crores against
the 20% of the auction price after getting successful in the auction and first

installment of Rs. 1,56,03,840.00

3.0 The reasons for nonpayment has been indicated in his

representation which, inter alia, reads as here under:

1. Inadequate Access: Contrary to the site plan displayed during the auction
as a 3-sided corner plot, there was no road along the nature park being the
existence of big wild trees etc. and the same could not be constructed due
to restriction imposed by NGT also non-existence of Multilevel parking
along Gurudwara Ambh Sahib. The site lacks proper access roads with
incomplete narrow road links unsuilable for heavy vehicle movement.

2. Water Supply: There is no water supply available at the site (even today),
as verified by the Department of Water Supply and Sanitation. Punjab, vide
letter dated: 18.02.2016.

3. Sewerage Line: A live sewerage line passing through the site caused
flooding during excavation. GMADA shifted the line after persistent efforts,

resulting in significant delays.
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4. Encroachments and Agitations: The road opposite lhe PSEB office
is prone to teacher's agitations and unauthorized encroachment by street

hawkers and excessive roadside parking round the year in lack of

availability of proposed multilevel parking.

4.0 The Agenda against these issues, inter alia, presents the following:

‘8. In totality of circumstance, it emerges that alloltee was
constrained from undertaking the commercial project for 4 years.
Accordingly, allotment may be deemed of have been made 4 years
from the actual auction, with concomitant relief in terms of interest
and period for construction. Payment of Rs. 9.87 Cr made in
advance of this date may be treated as received on the deemed
date of allotment i.e. 01.02.2020."

5.0 There are inconsistencies in even Figures Presented in the agendas
presented before the authority earlier, Meaning thereby all the facts and figures
need to be verified again. Although on going through the reasons of his
incapacitation presented by the allottee and the proposal submitted in the
agenda, it is apparent that there have been deficiencies in extending the required
services in time resulting into constraints for the allottee to undertake the
commercial project. Furthermore, as per information available on the file,
respective Estate Officers and Chief Administrators starting from the year 2016
have never passed any order under the PRTPD Act and have been violating the
provisions of the Act. If the case had been dealt as per the provisions of the Act,
this case would have been finalized and the authority would have got its dues in

timely manner.

6.0 As per the PRTPD Act, Section 44, the Estate Officer was required
to take necessary action on the representation of the buyer and subsequently an
order under Section 44 was to be passed by the Competent Authority i.e. Estate
Officer. In the instant case, no original order has been passed by the Estate
Officer. In light of the above facts, the representation shall be put up before the
Estate Officer and same shall be decided on merits. After passing the order
against the representation, it may be brought before the Authority for information.
