At the outset of the meeting the Chief Secretary explained to
Hon'bie C.M. the complete Kajauli Scheme that a combined scheme was
prepared by Chandigarh Administration and Govt. of Punjab te bring 120

and SAS Nagar through 6 Nos. rising main of 20 MGD capacity of 48” dia
~ each.” At the time of framing this scheme the ultimate requirement of
Chandigarh and SAS‘Naga‘r was envisaged as 150 Cusecs (80 MGD) and 75
Cusecs (40 MGD) respectively. Accordingly the regulator and intake structur'e
was planned and constructed at BML for 120 MGD capacity and land for
Water Works at Kajauli & 50 feet wide strip of land was aéquired for laying 6
Nos.-rising mains cf 20 M'iGD capacity each. Keeping in view the share of
water in the scheme, 2/3™ cost of land acquisition for faying 6 No. Pipe lines
and land required for Pumping Station ‘and intake structure was paid by
Chandigarh Administration and 1/3" cost by Govt. of Punjab. It was further
informed that Chandigarh Administration has already laid four lines of their
share and drawing 80 MGD water from this project. As Chandigarh
Administration has no share of water in BML and the water which they are
drawing belongs to Punjab & Haryana, therefore, as per the decision taken in
the meeting held at the Ievet;cf Union Home Minister, on 06-07-1983, that
Punjab & Haryana would re‘lease 40 Cusecs (20 MGD} of water from BML
free of cost in the ratio of 24:16 respectively and in fieu there of. the raw water

at Water Works Sector 39, would be shared in the following ratio:-

a) Union Territory \Chandigar'h ; 29 Cusecs (14 .5 MGD)
o) Punjab (For Mo‘haﬁi) : 5 Cusecs (2.5 MGD)

It was further décided in the meéting held on 10.3.1989 under
the chairmanship of Sh. R.P.,Ohja, |.A.S., the then Chief Secretary, Govt. of
Punjab that the same pattern of distribution of water will be adopted for Phase
I & Il Similarly the water of Phase IV was also distributed amongst

Chandigarh, Mohali. Panchkula and Chandimandir on the same pattern.

It was further informed, that SAS Nagar is presently receiving 10
MGD of raw water from four lines already laid by Chandigarh Administration
and in operation. But Haryanale_ovt. is not drawing any water from this project
and Chandimandir is drawing only 6 Cusecs (3 MGD) against their share of
12 Cusecs (6 MGD). Accordingly Chandigarh Administration is receiving 67




MGD of water from four lines of Kajauli Scheme and in addition they get
- approximately 20 MGD of water from Tubewells installed in Chandigarh i.e.

otal availability in Chandigarh is 87 MGD against a requirement of.

approximately 70 MGD for domestic, industrial, commercial and institutional
purposes. This clearly indicates that Chandigarh Administration has excess
water available with them which can be sufficient for them for next 5 years.
The 35 MGD requirement for horticulture purposes is to be met from treated
sewage & shallow tubewelis. Further more, Chandigarh Administration, while
submitting their Augmentation of Water Supply Project under JNNURM, gave
population projections for 2012 as 14.06 lacs and 24.01 lacs in year 2027 and
so on. It appears to be non realistic as there is very fittle scope avallable with
Chandigarh for further expansion as its boundaries are restricted by State
boundaries on all sides. It was further discussed in the meeting that on the
other hand SAS Nagar's present water requirement is 23 MGD against
availability of 10 MGD Cana! Water and 3 MGD from Tubewells which are
ever depleting and are short lived and therefore scarcity of water is observed
in the town. During summer seasohs this demand increases by 30-40 %
which further aggravates the problem. SAS Nagar is developing speedz’lngly
atongwith smalfl towns such as Kharar, Kurali, Mulianpur and Zirakpur in its
vicinity and therefore the water demand is increasing day by day. As per the
pace of development in this area it is expected that water demand of this
region would be approximately double the present demand within next 5
years. it clearly indicates that the gap between availability and requirement of
water in SAS Nagar and surrounding areas is increasing day by day and there
Is dire necessity of augmentation of water supply system by bringing 40 MGD
Canaf water from Kajauli under phase 5 & 6 by laying a single rising main of
40 MGD capacity exclusively for SAS Nagar. Keeping in view that present
need of water for SAS Nagar / GMADA is much more than the need of
Chandigarh, after detailed deliberations it was conscientiously decided as
under:-

2. GMADA should initiate the process of laying single rising main of 40

It was also decided that since this 40 MGD water shall only be
sufficient for next five years for GMADA area and therefore alternative
source of Canal / surface water shall be needed to be explored for fast
growing GMADA area for future requirements.

Chandigarh being a joinit Capital of States of Punjab & Haryana, future
water requirements of this Capital city is to be met from the available
surface water sources of Punjab and Haryana, as under ground water
source is not dependziable source in this area. As per the report
submitted under JNNURM by UT Administration for Augmentatioﬁ of
Kajauli Water supply under Phase V & VI, it has been brought out by
them that bresent availability of water for domestic, institutional and
commercial needs of [Chandigarh is sufficient for next five years.
Further, population projections in the same report are not realistic

because there is very little scope available with Chandigarh for further

expansion as its boundaries are restricted by State boundaries on all
sides. However, after ﬁ\!/e years there shall certainly be some additional
demand for Chandigarh. Hence, keeping in view, the future
requirements of Chandigarh, it was decided that Chandigarh
Administration may go ahead with Phase 7 & 8 for which process for
land acquisition for piée lines as well as Pumping Station at Kajauli

shall be initiated accordingly by UT Administration. Punjab Govt. shalll
render all necessary co-operation for expediting the land acquisition. -

The cost of the land shall be borne by UT Administration. However, for
drawing additional rawl water beyond 120 MGD from BML and for its
sharing, a decision shall be taken by all concerned parties /

Governments jointly.



For meeting with requirements of water after five years when need for
GMADA area shall be béyond the available water from Phase 5 & 6, it
was further decided that possibility shall be explored now for laying
Phase 9 to 12 from BML for GMADA area and accordingly land shall
be acquired for laying pipes as well as Pumping Station at Kajauli.

. Dear Pradeep

The issue regarding the subject cited matter has been examined
in depth. A perusal of the rellevant record reveals that a combined scheme
was prepared by Chandigarh Administration and Government of Punjab to
bring 120 MGD of Canal water from Bhakhra Main line (BML) at Kajauli to
Chandigarh and SAS Nagar (Mohali) through 6 No. rising mains of 20 MGD
capacity each. At the time ,of framing this scheme the ultimate water
requirement of Chandigarh and SAS Nagar was envisaged as150 Cusecs (80
MGD) and 75 Cusecs (40 MGD) respectively. Accordingly the regulator and
infake structure was planned énd constructed at BML for 120 MGD capacity
and 50 feet wide strip of land for laying 6 rising mains along with land for
Kajauli water works was acquired. Keeping in view the share of water in the
scheme, 2/3™ cost of land acquisition and intake structure was paid by
Chandigarh Administration and 1/3™ cost by Govt. of Punjab. It is a matter of
record that Chandigarh Administration has already laid 4 pipe fines of their
share and has already utilised 2/3™ portion of the land. The 10 MGD raw
water which SAS Nagar is receilving presently from thesé 4 lines @ 2.5 MGD
from each line, is in lieu of raw water which the Punjab Gowt. is releasing from
its share in BML as per tripartite agreement amongst Punjab, Haryana and
Chandigarh Administration dated 06-07-1983 and subsequent decision dated
10-03-1989. However, Harya'na| is not drawing their share of 6 MGD and




Chandimandir is drawing only 3,MGD against their total share ofG MGD from
4ines, which is being presently used by Chandigarh Administration.

"~ Presently Chandigarh Administration is receiving 67 MGD of
water from 4 lines already in operation i.e. 58 MGD their own share+ 6 MGD
of Haryana+ 3 MGD of Chandimandir, in addition they get approx. 20 MGD
water from tubewells i.e. total évai_lability of water in Chandigarh is 87 MGD
against a requirement of approximately 70 MGD for domestic, industrial,
commercial and institutional purposes excluding horticulture requirements. it
clearly indicates that Chandigarh Administration has presently excess water
available with them which can be sufficient for next 5 years. The 35 MGD
requirement for horticutture purposes is to be met from treated sewage and
shallow tubewells. Moreover, Chandigarh has a very little scope available with
them for further expansion as its boundaries are restricted by State
boundaries on all sides. On the other hand SAS Nagar's present water
demand is 23 MGD against avaifability of 10 MGD Canal water and 3 MGD
from tubeweil's. Further more, SAS Nagar is developing speedingly alongwith
towns such as Kharar, Kurali, Mullanpur and Zirakpur in its vicinity and hence
the water demand is increasing day by day. As per the pace of development it
is expected that water demand of this region would be approximately double
the present demand within next 5 years and it is going to cross mark of 50
MGD very soon.

In view of the position explained above, there is dire necessity of
augmentation of water supply system of SAS- Nagar by bringing 40 MGD
Canal water under Phase 5 & 6 from Kajauli. This matter came up for
discussion in the meeting held on 12-06-2010 under the Chairmanship of
Hon'ble Chief Minister Punjab and after having thread bare discussion it was
observed that Punjab State is not in a position to spare the remaining strip of
land available for laying pipe lines under phase 5 & 6 and balance land at
Kajauli water works.

Chandigarh is the Capital of State of Punjab and we are
concerned about meeting 'Ehe basic civic needs of the city residents.

Experience of the last 20 years has shown that the growth of the area has

been much faster than antlc:pated and the total quantity of 120 MGD will be
grossly insufficient for the future needs of Chandigarh and SAS Nagar. There

>
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would be need not just for six bhases of water supply from Kajauli, but for 10

- or even 12 phases eventually.{ Chandigarh Administration may therefore go -

ahead with phase 7 & 8 of Kajauli scheme and the process of land acquisition "\‘
required for the additional lines can be initiated by Gowvt. of Punjab after
receiving ned from U.T. Administration. It is assured that this land will be

acquired at the fastest pace so that that U.T. Administration can start the

project of laying additional lines simultaneously. The cost of theland shall be

shared by Punjab and U.T. Adlministration depending upon the sharing of

water.
